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The regular scheduled meeting of the Board of Trustees of Turtlecreek Township was held on April 8, 2024, at 7:00 P.M. with the following persons present:

GUEST:  Tammy Boggs, Mike Jameson, Jon Paul Campbell, Kenny Hickey, Brad Edrington, Jeromy Guerra, Stacy Guerra and Derek Faulkner.
The meeting opened with Mr. Sams leading the Pledge of Allegiance.
The minutes of the meeting held on March 26, 2024, were received by the Trustees prior to the meeting for review.  Since there were no additions or corrections, Mr. VanDeGrift moved for acceptance, seconded by Mr. Jones.  All were in favor and the minutes were approved as written.
The minutes of the Road Work Session held on April 2, 2024, were received by the Trustees prior to the meeting for review.  Since there were no additions or corrections, Mr. VanDeGrift moved for acceptance, seconded by Mr. Jones.  All were in favor and the minutes were approved as written.
The Fiscal Officer notified the Trustees that the financial reports for the previous month were available for their review. By motion of Mr. Jones and seconded by Mr. VanDeGrift the following reports were approved. Cash Summary by Fund (month to date and year to date), Fund Status

Report, and Bank Reconciliation for the previous month.

Department Reports:
Fire/EMS:
Mike Jameson, Fire Chief, requested approval to return the Deputy Chief’s pay back to his regular annual salary of $88,580.00 now that the Fire Chief has returned to full duty.  The change will be effective March 19, 2024.  Mr. Jones made a motion, seconded by Mr. VanDeGrift to approve the resolution as stated above.  All present voiced a “YEA” vote and the motion was passed with Resolution 24-04-02.  (A copy of the resolution will be included in the minutes.)

Chief Jameson requested approval to apply for the Safer grant to hire 6 full time Fire/EMS Personnel.  The Safer grant has a cutoff date of Friday.  Mr. VanDeGrift made a motion, seconded by Mr. Jones to approve application for the Safer grant for 6 full time Fire/EMS Personnel.  All present voiced a “YEA” vote and the motion was passed.
Chief Jameson discussed staffing numbers and authorized overtime as needed.  
Chief Jameson requested approval to adopt the 30-day and 60-day recommendations from the Organizational Assessment prepared by S3D Public Safety Consultants, LLC and presented by Steve Pegram.  The only change was the number of people to hire was reduced from 12 to 6.  Mr. VanDeGrift made a motion, seconded by Mr. Jones to approve the resolution as stated above.  All present voiced a “YEA” vote and the motion was passed.
JonPaul Campbell, Deputy Fire Chief, updated the Board on recent employee driver training conducted by the Captains.  The Captains met their expectations.   

Chief Campbell informed the Board that the new medic was picked up and will go into service tomorrow.  
Chief Campbell informed the Board that Engine 33 is back in service after some maintenance was completed. 
Road and Bridge:
Kenny Hickey, Road/Maintenance Supervisor, informed the Board that he had quite a few small items that he would like to list on GovDeals.  Mr. VanDeGrift made a motion, seconded by Mr. Jones to approve listing the items on GovDeals.  All present voiced a “YEA” vote and the motion was passed.
Mr. Boggs informed the Board that the township was able to secure a refurbished plow at a cost savings for the 2025 International HV607 SBA that was recently ordered.  The cost was included with the plow truck.
Derek Faulkner, of the Warren County Prosecutor’s office, came to the meeting as legal counsel for the Township regarding fencing in the right-of-way on Jack Road.  Mr. Faulkner informed the Board on the procedures for getting the property owners to move the fence out of the right-of-way.  Mr. Hickey was asked by Mr. Faulkner to describe his interactions with the property owners.  Mr. Hickey stated that the fence hinders our ability to maintain the pipe that goes under the road.  The properties are 2217 Jack Road and 2320 Jack Road.  Mr. Hickey stated that one of the property owners Anne Morgan-Flynt, told him she would have the fence moved last July, but that did not happen.  Mr. Hickey contacted Jason Fisher at Warren County Engineer’s Office, who sent another letter to the property owners.  After no communication came back from the property owners, Mr. Hickey contacted the Warren County Prosecutor’s Office who is our acting legal counsel on this matter.  Mr. Faulkner stated our next action would be to declare the properties to be deemed public nuisance.  The property owners will have 30 days to remove the fence on their own.  If the fence is not removed within 30 days, the Township can remove the fence at the owners’ cost.  The expense amount will be added to their property taxes.  
Mr. Jones made a motion, seconded by Mr. VanDeGrift that they determined the fence in the right-of-way for Robert and Jean Morgan at 2217 Jack Road is a public nuisance.  All present voiced a “YEA” vote and the motion was passed with Resolution 24-04-03.  (A copy of the resolution will be included in the minutes.)

Mr. Jones made a motion, seconded by Mr. VanDeGrift that they determined the fence in the right-of-way for Dustin and Anne Morgan-Flynt at 2320 Jack Road is a public nuisance.  All present voiced a “YEA” vote and the motion was passed with Resolution 24-04-04.  (A copy of the resolution will be included in the minutes.)

Mr. Faulkner will draft letters to be mailed to the Morgan’s and Flynt’s regarding the public nuisance status of their properties.  
Administration: 
Tammy Boggs, Township Administrator, requested authorization to renew the contract with Sedgwick Claims Management Services for 2024 for administration of the BWC program at a cost of $2,200.00.  Mr. Jones made a motion, seconded by Mr. VanDeGrift to approve the renewal contract with Sedgwick Claims Management Services for administration of the BWC program and to authorize Jonathan D. Sams to sign the renewal paperwork for 2024 at a cost of $2,200.00.  All present voiced a “YEA” vote and the motion passed with Resolution 24-04-05.  (A copy of the resolution will be included in the minutes.)

Mrs. Boggs requested authorization to pay legal service invoices to Bricker Graydon in the amount of $8,633.56 for legal services for the Lebanon/Turtlecreek JEDD.  At this time the Township will pay for the legal services and later be reimbursed once the JEDD has funds to reimburse the township.   Mr. VanDeGrift made a motion, seconded by Mr. Jones to approve the payment to Bricker Graydon in the amount of $8,633.56 for legal services for the Lebanon/Turtlecreek JEDD.  All present voiced a “YEA” vote and the motion passed with Resolution 24-04-06.  (A copy of the resolution will be included in the minutes.)

Mrs. Boggs requested authorization to sign the engagement letter with Dinsmore & Shohl LLP for legal services.  Mr. Jones made a motion, seconded by Mr. VanDeGrift to approve the resolution as stated above.  All present voiced a “YEA” vote and the motion passed with Resolution 24-04-07.  (A copy of the resolution will be included in the minutes.)

Mrs. Boggs requested ratification for expenditures authorized by Township Administrator or Township Officer or Employee authorized by Township Administrator in the cumulative amount of $566.31.  The purchases are $318.42 from Amazon, $90.00 from WCAPC, $112.96 from Waste Management, $30.92 from Ace Hardware and $14.01 from The Home Depot.  Mr. VanDeGrift made a motion, seconded by Mr. Jones, to subsequently approve the expenditures in the cumulative amount of $566.31.  All present voiced a “YEA” vote and the motion passed with Resolution 24-04-08. (A copy of the Resolution will be included in the minutes.)

The development will have 25 residential houses on 25.9936 acres.  The Trustees requested Cul-de-sacs to have a large enough turning radius to accommodate Fire Trucks, Fire Lane No Parking signage on the hydrant side of the street and no parking signs in the Cul-de-sacs.
